MindanaONE Fashion presentation brings 
together extremely beautiful and typically 
delicate garments from Mindanao in a special 
setting that highlights the contemporary 
applications of Southern Philippines tapestry. 
Made from the textiles and weaving tradition 
native in the regions, these garments 
are a testament to the versatile Filipino 
craftsmanship.

The New Generation Weaves echoes once 
again the voice of Philippine indigenous and 
natural materials after its successful launch 
in the 2016 Manila FAME October edition. 
Led by Paris-based design specialist Nelson 
Sepulveda, the exhibit pays homage to the 
Philippine artisanship that evokes a global 
contemporary lifestyle characterized by 
balance and restraint.
